USE OF AIR SPACE BY PAKISTAN AND
INDIA

1178. SHRI ARJUN ARORA:

(a) whether it is a fact that the Govern-
ment of India have made an agreement
with the Government of Pakistan regarding
the use of air space over each other’s
country; and

THE MINISTER OF DEFENCE
(SARDAR SWARAN SINGH): (a) and
(b) Both India and Pakistan are parties
to the International Air Services Transit
Agreement signed at Chicago on 7th De-
cember, 1944. Section I of Article T of the
Agreement provides as follows :—

““Bach contracting State grants to the
other contracting States the following
freedoms of the air in respect of sche-
duled international air services :—

(1) The privilege to fly across its
territory without landing;

(2) The privilege to land for non-
traffic purposes.

The privileges of this section shall not
be applicable with respect to airports uti=
lised for military purposes to the exclusion
of any scheduled international air services,
In areas of active hostilities or of military
occupation, and in time of war along
supply routes leading to such areas, the
exercise of such privileges shall be sub-
ject to the approval of the competent mi-
litary authorities.”
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
